Digging Up The Trenches

Letter Home/Journal Entry

After viewing the documentary Digging Up The Trenches, you are to place yourself in the shoes of a World War I soldier in the trenches on the western front.  

First choose which format you will use to describe your experiences in the trenches.  You may choose to write a letter home to loved ones (parents, brother, sister, boyfriend or girlfriend, etc . . . ) or you may write a journal/diary entry.

In your letter/journal entry you are to vividly describe an event that happened to you in the trenches.  It may be events such as a trench raid, going over the top, a gas attack, or any other type of event that was common in the trenches of World War I.  The event you choose must be one that could have happened in a World War I trench.

When describing this event include 5 factual details from the documentary found on your note sheet.  Use these details to convince the reader that you were actually fighting in the trenches.  These details can involve your surroundings, your duties, your weapons, etc . . . 
Be sure to be descriptive with your details.  Assume the reader has no knowledge of life in the trenches.
